
 
What TPM Can and Cannot Do 

 
 

 
This summary can be used when preparing people to receive TPM or when answering people’s 
questions about what the TPM approach to ministry can and cannot offer them. 
 
 

 
 

TPM CAN … 
 
1)  …help people experience relief 
from the emotional pain that was 
coming from the specific places dealt 
with during ministry sessions. 
 
2)  …enable people to move from deep 
memory pain into lasting peace as the 
Lord brings mind renewal during 
ministry. 
 
3)  …enable people to experience 
genuine and effortless transformation 
in their thoughts and behavior. 
 
4)  …produce mind renewal as people 
receive Christ’s transforming truth in 
place of the falsehoods they believe. 
 
5)  …release people from foundational 
lies so they can become more able to 
receive and apply cognitive truth and, 
as a result, be able to thrive under 
anointed preaching, teaching, and Bible 
study. 
 
6)  …enable people to grow deeper in 
the knowledge of who they are in 
Christ through truth they receive from 
the Lord. 
 
7)  …enable people to live out the 
righteousness they received from God 
when they became partakers of His 
divine nature and became new 
creations. 

 
TPM CANNOT … 

 
1)  …help people experience complete 
recovery from all emotional pain in one 
or even a few sessions. 
 
2)  …change what is true in people’s 
memories. 
 
3)  …help people grow in their 
Christian faith through discipleship. 
 
4)  …equip people with relational skills 
after mind renewal has occurred. 
 
5)  …release people’s lies against their 
will. 
 
6)  …replace the benefits people can 
receive from godly counsel and 
instruction in basic life and relational 
skills. 
  
7)  …prevent people from making 
wrong choices even though their minds 
have been renewed with truth. 
 
8)  …remove people’s feelings of 
appropriate guilt and shame. 
 
9)  …help people who have true mental 
disorders. 
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
